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Countdown to Lift-Off: SpaceX&#039;s
Starlink Rocket Launch Set for

Tomorrow!
SpaceX plans a Falcon 9 launch from Cape Canaveral on
June 22, deploying Starlink satellites with live coverage

starting at 1:17 a.m.

Cape Canaveral Space Force Station, Florida, USA - As a
new dawn approaches over Cape Canaveral, excitement is
building for the upcoming SpaceX launch. Set for June 22 at 1:47
a.m., a Falcon 9 rocket will take to the skies carrying Starlink
satellites. This mission, launched from the iconic Launch
Complex 40 at Cape Canaveral Space Force Station, promises to
be a spectacular sight, especially with minimal cloud cover
expected in East-Central Florida. The enthusiasm in the
community is palpable as residents prepare to witness yet
another chapter in the ongoing saga of space exploration.



SpaceX is pulling out all the stops for this event. Should the
weather or technical issues arise, backup launch opportunities
are in place until 5:47 a.m. Interestingly, the launch trajectory is
set to direct the rocket northeast, with the first-stage booster
making a splashdown on a SpaceX drone ship stationed at sea.
Fortunately for local residents, no sonic booms are anticipated
during liftoff, allowing for a quieter experience as the mission
unfolds.

Recent Launches and Starlink Expansion

In case you missed it, just a few days before this upcoming
launch, SpaceX successfully deployed 28 Starlink satellites at
1:55 a.m. on June 18. This mission, known as Starlink 10-18,
contributed to a robust global network that now connects over
six million people across 140 countries and territories. It’s
fascinating to think about how recent additions to the Starlink
service have reached even the most remote places like
Dominica, the Marshall Islands, and Guinea-Bissau, making the
flood of information accessible to more communities than ever.

It’s worth noting that this was the 51st orbital rocket launch of
2025 from the Cape Canaveral Space Force Station and Kennedy
Space Center combined— a remarkable milestone for Florida’s
Space Coast. This region continues to establish itself as a
significant hub for space exploration, inviting more enthusiasts
and adventurers to join the journey. In fact, since the start of
this year, SpaceX has launched various missions, totaling 43
specifically dedicated to Starlink alone, as reported by Florida
Today.

Looking Ahead: Ax-4 Mission

Looking ahead, all eyes will soon be on the Ax-4 crewed mission,
which is set to launch at 3:42 a.m. on June 22 from NASA’s
Kennedy Space Center. Carrying four private astronauts atop a
Dragon spacecraft, this mission was initially scheduled alongside
the Starlink launch but was pushed back due to ongoing repairs



on the International Space Station. This means that Cape
Canaveral will once again be in the spotlight for multiple
significant events, showcasing the ongoing partnership between
SpaceX and NASA in advancing space transportation.

As we gear up for this exciting launch, local residents can tune
in for live coverage beginning 90 minutes before the rockets
blaze trails into the night sky, with webcasts for this exciting
event five minutes prior to liftoff. The thrill of space exploration
is alive here in Florida, and it seems there’s always something to
be said for the advancements being made. If you’ve got the
chance, make sure to witness the phenomenons overhead!
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
