For a real New Jersey flavor, head to the New Jersey-style Diner
at 2162 Harris Ave. NE, Palm Bay, which is especially known for
its Taylor Ham sandwich and delicious lemon ricotta pancakes.
Over in Titusville is the Classic Eatery at 1515 S. Washington
Ave., established in 1964, serving up comfort food and
milkshakes under iconic checkered floors.

Then there’s Shep’s, a charming diner open for over 50 years,
specializing in country comfort cuisine. Breakfast and lunch
options abound, with dishes like chopped steak, meatloaf, and
pork chops that will hit the spot. Rounding out this list is the
Times Square Diner at 7777 N. Wickham Road, Melbourne,
known for its mix of Greek, Italian, Spanish, and American
cuisines, and it’s essential to save room for dessert here.
