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Polk County to Receive Millions as
Florida&#039;s New Budget Unveiled!

Explore the latest funding developments in Hardee County,
including budget allocations for education and local

projects in 2025.

Polk County, Florida - As the dust settles from the Florida
Legislature’s recent budget deliberations, Polk County stands to
benefit substantially from the freshly approved financial
framework. On June 16, 2023, lawmakers finalized a $115.1
billion state budget, which, though $3 billion less than last
year’s, earmarks vital funding for a range of projects in our
community. While this budget passed 45 days late—just before
a potential state shutdown—the impact on local institutions and
infrastructure is sure to reverberate through Polk County in the
coming years. The Ledger reports that Governor Ron DeSantis
now faces the crucial task of signing the budget before the new
fiscal year kicks off on July 1.

Among the notable allocations for Polk County are significant
investments in education and infrastructure. Polk State College
will receive $10 million for its Haines City-Davenport campus,
alongside an additional $6.1 million for the Lakeland Academic
Center. Florida Polytechnic University also stands to gain
significantly, with $12 million for its Student Achievement
Center and $10 million earmarked for expansion to
accommodate up to 3,000 students. The funding isn’t limited to
education; various civic projects, including $3 million for the
Power Line Road extension and $2 million for Peace River
floodplain restoration, signify a broad approach to regional
enhancement.

Funding Breakdown

Polk County will also see allocations for a variety of other key
initiatives:

$2.5 million for Florida Southern College for a
horticultural sciences lab.
$500,000 for planetarium equipment at Florida Southern
College.
$265,000 for Warner University’s agriculture education
expansion.
$700,000 for electrical upgrades at the Polk County
Courthouse.
Nearly $1.6 million for Polk Regional Water Cooperative’s
Heartland Headwaters project.

On the city level, significant allocations include:

$5 million for Bartow’s sewer line resiliency
improvements.
$3 million for Haines City’s emergency operations center
and fire facility.
$1 million for Lakeland’s special needs shelter capacity
enhancement.
$750,000 for upgrades to Lake Ariana Park in



Auburndale.

Educational Institutions and Community
Support

The budget reflects a commitment to enhancing educational
institutions and community services. Funding for Polk’s
educational landscape does not stop with state colleges. The
budget also advances initiatives such as $600,000 for lead
service line replacements in Mulberry and $1 million for Peace
River Center’s outpatient program expansion. This investment in
our local community supports crucial services like anti-sex
trafficking programs, foster care repairs, and educational
support for special needs.

However, not every proposed project made it through the final
cut. Several crucial initiatives were vetoed, including—perhaps
controversially—$3 million for Florida Polytechnic University
STEM program enhancements and $1.5 million for renovations
at Polk State College’s Lakeland Academic Center. Many
stakeholders are left wondering how these cuts will impact the
future of education and workforce development in the region.

Statewide Context

The budget struggles illustrate a larger battle between the
House and Senate in the ongoing discourse around higher
education funding in Florida. As reported by Florida Politics,
the House and Senate remain $80 million apart on funding for
the state’s preeminent universities, complicating the landscape
for Florida’s higher education institutions. This year, major
universities like the University of Florida and Florida State
University seek additional funding based on various
performance metrics, setting the stage for an ongoing tug-of-
war over allocation priorities.

In summary, this year’s funding from the state budget heralds
