2024 compared to the previous year. This data underscores that
as celebrations ramp up, so too does the need for responsibility
when handling fireworks.

Specifically, adults aged 25 to 44 comprised 32% of reported
injuries, while those in the 15 to 24 age range accounted for
24%. Shocking as it is, all 11 deaths in 2024 tied back to
improper use or malfunctions of fireworks, a stark reminder of
the importance of following safety protocols. The rising numbers
call for concerted efforts to promote responsible
celebrations—something CPSC Acting Chairman Peter Feldman
stressed is crucial to minimizing injuries and fatalities.

Understanding Fireworks Risks

The recent data from USA Today noted that over 14,700
fireworks-related injuries occurred nationwide, with about 20%
of these requiring hospitalization. Notably, injuries to hands and
face pose significant risks, accounting for 36% and 37% of
incidents, respectively. This serves as a wake-up call for many
who might underestimate the dangers of what is often viewed
simply as festive entertainment.

As excitement builds around the upcoming celebrations, the
increase in spending on consumer fireworks—approaching $2.2
billion in 2024—further highlights the popularity of these
explosive displays while simultaneously raising concerns. The
recovery of professional firework displays from pandemic lows is
encouraging, but this also means that safety must take center
stage more than ever.

Calls for Action

The mishap at Boone Lake, paired with alarming statistics
surrounding fireworks safety, is a strong indication of the need
for increased public awareness and education regarding
fireworks usage. While the law permits such displays, it is
essential that individuals embrace safety practices to ensure
that celebrations do not end in tragedy. The Boone Lake incident
serves not just as a cautionary tale, but also as a crucial
reminder that there is indeed something to be said for
celebrating responsibly.
