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Gunfire Erupts at Lake City Arby’s: Three
Jacksonville Suspects Caught!

Three suspects from Jacksonville have been arrested
following a targeted shooting at an Arby&#039;s in Lake

City, leaving one hospitalized.

Lake City, Florida, USA - In a shocking incident that has
rattled the community, three young men have been identified as
the suspects in a shooting at the Arby’s in Lake City, Florida. The
suspects – David Green, 20, Darion Apiag, 20, and Anthony
Williams-Loscalzo, 18 – all hailing from Jacksonville, were
apprehended shortly after the incident took place on Thursday.
They are currently being held without bond at the Columbia
County Detention Facility.

The crime unfolded around 11:30 a.m. when the suspects
entered the restaurant targeting a specific individual with ties to
Jacksonville. This man, employed at Arby’s as part of the
Department of Corrections’ “Work Release” program, was



caught in the crossfire and immediately retreated to the back of
the kitchen for safety. Tragically, a teenage employee, unrelated
to the suspects, was struck by a bullet while seeking cover
during the chaos. Fortunately, this young victim was released
from the hospital later the same day, but the intended target
remains hospitalized in serious condition, prompting concerns in
the community.

Charges and Pursuit

The suspects now face serious charges, including attempted
murder, aggravated battery, and fleeing police. Green, in
particular, has also been charged with obstructing justice, a
strong indication of the gravity of the situation. After the
shooting, the suspects fled the scene, leading law enforcement
on a high-speed chase reaching speeds of up to 125 mph on
Interstate 75. The pursuit culminated when authorities employed
a PIT maneuver, successfully bringing the suspects to a stop.

During the chase, the suspects discarded a firearm and other
evidence, including a 50-round drum magazine, which were
recovered later by a K-9 team from the Florida Fish and Wildlife
Commission. The Columbia County Sheriff’s Office (CCSO)
expressed their determination to seek maximum punishment for
the suspects, recognizing the serious nature of the crimes
committed.

A Growing Concern

This incident is a stark reminder of the ongoing issues
surrounding gun violence, particularly among younger
individuals. Data from the Johns Hopkins Center for Gun
Violence Solutions points to an alarming trend in injury-
related incidents across the nation, highlighting a pressing need
for community action and legislative attention to prevent such
tragedies from recurring.

The CCSO has commended multiple agencies for their swift
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response during this unsettling event, including the Florida
Highway Patrol and Lake City Police Department. As the
investigation continues, the community is left grappling with the
implications of this violence and the factors that lead to such
outbursts, raising questions about the future of public safety in
Lake City.

The implications of this shooting extend beyond the immediate
victims, affecting the entire community. With the rise of
targeted violence, residents are increasingly concerned about
their safety. How can such incidents be prevented? There is
undoubtedly a larger conversation to be had about gun safety,
youth engagement, and community resources to counteract the
troubling trends identified in the data.

The Lake City shooting serves as a wake-up call, prompting a
community-wide reflection on how to create a safer environment
for everyone. As we await further developments in the case, it is
essential for local leaders and citizens to engage in proactive
discussions and actions aimed at reducing the risk of gun
violence and supporting those affected by such tragedies.
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
