For those already holding fishing licenses, why not invite a
relative or friend to join in the fun? Sharing the thrill of fishing
can turn any day into a memorable occasion. And, for those who
enjoy fishing beyond this weekend, a fishing license can easily
be purchased online or from any of the roughly 1,800 retail
vendors throughout Texas, starting around $30.

Finding the Best Fishing Spots

Texas boasts an impressive array of fishing opportunities,
covering over 6 million acres of public waterways. With more
than 2 million individuals obtaining fishing licenses annually, it’s
clear that the Great State knows how to attract anglers. If you’re
uncertain about where to fish, TPWD provides a fantastic
resource called the Lake Finder, which offers detailed
information on over 150 lakes. This is a great way to find a spot
that fits your fishing style, whether you prefer the tranquility of
a lakeside or the adventure of fishing from a boat.
