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Florida Man Arrested for Urinating on
$10,500 Worth of Sausages!

A 70-year-old man was arrested in Lady Lake, Florida, for
urinating on canned food, causing $10,500 in damage.

Lady Lake, Florida, USA - In a peculiar incident that has
captured the attention of local and social media alike, a 70-year-
old man named Patrick Francis Mitchell was arrested in Florida
for allegedly urinating on canned goods at a Sam’s Club in Lady
Lake.

store’s security team reviewed CCTV footage, linking the act to
Mitchell by matching his Sam’s Club membership ID with his
Florida driver’s license photo. He was later arrested at his home
in Piedmont, a retirement community, and the contaminated
products were discarded due to bodily fluid contamination.
Detective Ronnie Williams of Marion County noted that Mitchell’s
actions aligned suspiciously with urination.
