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Silver Alert Issued for Missing Marion
County Man with Dementia

Marion County searches for Howard Fenner, missing since
June 13, 2025. Call 911 with any information on his

whereabouts.

5200 SW 176th Avenue, Dunnellon, Florida, USA - In a
concerning development for the Marion County community, a
Silver Alert has been issued for 76-year-old Howard Fenner, who
has gone missing. According to Click Orlando, Fenner was last
seen leaving his Ocala home on Thursday to take out the trash.
The issue of missing seniors, particularly those with cognitive
impairments, raises important questions about safety and
community vigilance.

Fenner was reported to be wearing black sweatpants, a white
and light blue T-shirt, and a Navy veteran’s hat at the time of his
disappearance. He was driving a gold 2005 Toyota Camry,
Florida license plate JULR70, which was last spotted on

Interstate 10 near Pensacola. The Marion County Sheriff’s Office
informed the public that Fenner suffers from dementia,
increasing the urgency of the search. Should anyone have
information regarding his whereabouts, they are urged to call
911.

 Community Response and the Silver Alert
System

The Silver Alert program plays a critical role in protecting seniors
like Fenner. This initiative, similar to Amber Alerts, is designed
specifically for locating seniors with cognitive impairments, such
as dementia or Alzheimer’s disease. Reports from Morada
Senior Living explain that when a Silver Alert is activated, local
law enforcement works together with media outlets and
community alert systems to spread the word about a missing
senior.

Approximately 10% of older adults have dementia, highlighting
the importance of protective measures for this vulnerable
population. The Silver Alert protocol includes detailed
descriptions of the missing senior and their last known locations,
as well as any relevant health or behavioral concerns. Time
sensitivity is key, and alerts are issued when officials confirm
that a senior may be at significant risk.

 A Recent Case: Ronald Arthur Schor

Just recently, the Marion County Sheriff’s Office was involved in
another Silver Alert for a 77-year-old resident, Ronald Arthur
Schor, who was located safe after failing to attend a medical
appointment. Schor went missing after leaving his home on May
8, sparking concern from family and law enforcement alike. Like
Fenner, Schor suffers from dementia, making his case another
reminder of the risks faced by seniors with cognitive
impairments.

Schor was last seen wearing faded blue jeans and a button-up
gray shirt and stands at 6’2” tall, weighing 190 pounds. These
details, alongside regular communication from the Sheriff’s
office, helped ensure his quick return home. Anecdotes of this
nature highlight the pressing need for community awareness
and proactive measures concerning seniors who may wander.

Enhancing Community Safety

Beyond Silver Alerts, there are other initiatives that work to
safeguard seniors with cognitive impairments. Programs
focusing on dementia safety, wandering prevention measures,
and even specialized memory care communities have begun to
spring up. Such facilities provide secure areas and trained staff
to meet the needs of those who may struggle with disorientation
or confusion.

Moreover, some communities are adopting innovative
technologies like GPS tracking devices to ensure the safety of
residents with cognitive conditions. As community members, we
must remain vigilant and participate in senior safety initiatives.
Resources are available for families and caregivers to help
recognize early signs of wandering that could lead to dangerous
situations.

As the search for Howard Fenner continues, residents of Marion
County are reminded of the critical role they play in supporting
and protecting their older neighbors. The Silver Alert program
serves not just as a response mechanism; it is a commitment to
ensuring that every senior is safeguarded and that community
members stand ready to assist in tight situations.
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
