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Apopka Family Fights Deportation Amid
ICE Arrest Crisis

An Apopka family faces deportation after ICE arrest,
impacting their U.S. citizen children and raising legal

challenges.

Apopka, Florida, USA - An Apopka family is facing the looming
threat of deportation after the father, Esvin Juarez, was detained
by Immigration and Customs Enforcement (ICE). Juarez, who has
built a thriving concrete business with his wife, Rosmeri Miranda,
in the U.S. over the past two decades, is currently held in a
detention facility in Texas. Meanwhile, Miranda remains in
Florida under surveillance with an ankle monitor, navigating the
complexities of their family’s uncertain future.

This family’s struggle highlights the broader challenges many
face within the current immigration landscape. Their two
children, including 21-year-old Beverly Juarez, are U.S. citizens
and have been directly affected by the situation. Beverly’s



worries are palpable; she fears that if her parents are deported,
she may have to step in as the primary caregiver for her
younger siblings. Her emotional burden is emblematic of a
common concern among children of immigrant families facing
similar threats.

The Complexities of Immigration Law

Complicating matters further is the family’s missed immigration
hearing shortly after their arrival, which led to a deportation
order issued in absentia. Juarez has been pursuing a U-Visa and
a work permit, which would allow him to remain in the U.S. while
addressing the aftermath of being a victim of assault. The
family’s attorney, Grisel Ybarra, is actively working to challenge
this deportation order in federal court as they seek justice and
clarity amidst the chaos.

ICE operations, as outlined in ICE’s statistics, show that
removals are managed under established protocols, primarily
following final orders of removal. These operations often involve
high-profile cases where individuals may pose a significant risk.
Yet the story of the Juarez family exemplifies how everyday
individuals can find themselves caught in the crosshairs of this
enforcement machinery.

A Rising Climate of Fear

The current climate surrounding undocumented immigration in
Florida, particularly with the recent enactment of stricter laws,
has only heightened concerns about potential arrests and due
process violations. Communities across the state are actively
rallying to support families like the Juarez’s, but the situation
remains tense. As families fear the repercussions of these laws,
they’re left to grapple with the uncertainty of their lives and
livelihoods.

Historically, the broader context of immigration enforcement has
been contentious.
