If you’ve never tried fishing for bluegill, now is the time. These
lively fish spawn from April to October, with May and June being
the crème de la crème of the season. What makes bluegills
especially appealing? They often gather in sizable colonies,
creating nests that resemble small circular beds touching each
other—an amazing sight to behold. According to Bass Online,
these fish are not only known for their vibrant coloration but also
for their aggressive defense of their nests, making them a fun
catch!

Catching Bluegills: Tips to Know

When it comes to bait, seasoned anglers have their preferences.
For bluegills, red worms and crickets are the go-to choices, with
crickets often being the clear favorite. Local marinas are buzzing
with activity as they supply eager fishermen with these favored
baits. Notably, bluegills thrive in water temperatures between
78-80 degrees, so keep an eye on the thermometer.

Another curiosity about bluegills is that a single female can
produce between 2,000 to an impressive 63,000 eggs, hatching
in just 30 to 35 hours after fertilization. Males typically build
their nests in shallow water—usually between 2 to 6 feet
deep—over sandy, gravelly, or shelly bottoms. Consequently,
early mornings and late afternoons are prime times to cast your
lines, as these fish tend to be most active during dawn and
dusk.
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
