The
exhibit will remain on display until September 23, 2025,
providing ample time for both residents and visitors to immerse
themselves in the narratives that intertwine art and activism.

The Orange County Administration Center—where this exhibit
will unfold—is a bustling hub of local governance, open Monday
through Friday from 8:00 AM to 5:30 PM. With its emphasis on
integrity and service, the county aims to foster a rich cultural
landscape that reflects its diverse community, which
encompasses 13 municipalities across the region, renowned for
its amusement parks and extensive convention center.
