Deputies Probe Possible Drowning Near
Kissimmee&#039;s Westgate Resort

Osceola County deputies are investigating a possible
drowning incident in Kissimmee near Westgate Boulevard,
with updates expected.

Kissimmee, Florida, USA - On the morning of June 13, 2025, a
solemn scene unfolded in Kissimmee, Florida, as Osceola County
deputies responded to a report of a possible drowning near
Westgate Boulevard. This troubling incident occurred close to
the Westgate Vacation Villas Resort, a well-known destination
for visitors to Central Florida’s theme parks. At this time, details
surrounding the event remain scarce, and the Osceola County
Sheriff’s Office (OCSO) has described the investigation as
ongoing and very active. As of now, no victims have been
identified, leaving many questions unanswered for the
community.

Authorities received the distressing call before 10 a.m.,



prompting an immediate investigation into the circumstances
surrounding the incident. While the exact location and details
about what transpired are yet to be disclosed, the Westgate
Resorts management has announced their cooperation with law
enforcement and support for the affected family during this
difficult time. Notably, Westgate boasts CPR-certified staff
available around the clock, ensuring a level of preparedness for
emergencies.

The Bigger Picture: Drowning Risks in
Florida

This incident occurs against a backdrop of alarming statistics
regarding drowning in Florida. The state ranked fourth in the
U.S. for unintentional drowning deaths in 2021, with an age-
adjusted rate of 2.23 per 100,000 population. Among children,
the situation is even more concerning; Florida holds the highest
rates of drowning for children aged 1 to 4 years at a staggering
6.64 per 100,000 population, as reported by the Florida
Department of Health. In total, 60 children under five lost their
lives to drowning in 2020, with that number increasing to 75 in
2021 before slightly dropping to 67 in 2022.

This data emphasizes the critical nature of water safety in a
state surrounded by numerous bodies of water. The Florida
Department of Health stresses that drowning is preventable,
with initiatives such as ,,Water Safety Is Everyone’s
Responsibility* aiming to educate the public about drowning
risks. These campaigns underscore the importance of
supervision, physical barriers, and preparedness, which can
serve as vital protective measures against drowning incidents.

As the investigation into the drowning near Westgate Boulevard
continues, community members reflect on the importance of
being vigilant around water. In light of the pressing statistics
and the tragic potential of such accidents, there’s a strong call
for everyone to take water safety seriously. For more
