Complementing the focus of the exhibition is the mission of 
Creature Conserve, a nonprofit organization based in Rhode
Island. Their approach emphasizes the merging of art with
science to enhance wildlife conservation efforts. They facilitate
various programs that bring together artists, designers, writers,
and environmental experts. Through these collaborations,
participants learn about pressing wildlife threats and share a
deepened empathy for animals, fostering an atmosphere of
creativity and innovation both in-person and online. Creature
Conserve welcomes individuals from all walks of life, allowing for
a diverse exchange of ideas and artistic expression.

But what is the role of art in wildlife conservation, really?
Recently, noted artist and activist Brett Blumenthal shared her
insights during a visit to Cornell University. Blumenthal, who has
dabbled in various fields including architecture and wildlife art,
stressed the importance of collaboration among artists,
conservationists, educators, and the public. She criticized the
typical doomsday rhetoric often observed in conservation
messaging, arguing that it can lead to public apathy. Instead,
she highlighted how art can evoke emotional responses that
drive action and commitment to conservation efforts.

Art as a Catalyst for Change

Blumenthal emphasized the power of artistic representation to
communicate complex issues, using the plight of the Borneo
orangutan as a poignant example. Through evocative visual art,
she demonstrated how creative works can effectively convey
messages about habitat destruction. This aligns beautifully with
initiatives like the David Shepherd Foundation and
SeaLegacy, organizations that utilize art for conservation
advocacy.

For those interested in supporting wildlife efforts, Blumenthal
has generously donated 10% of her art sales—amounting to
around $100,000—to various wildlife causes as of 2023. Her first
children’s book, „I Wish for You,“ launched with a focus on

fostering a love of the natural world and encouraging the next
generation to care for it. Blumenthal’s message is clear: artists
should not only engage with conservation issues but also inspire
others to do the same.
