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Auburndale Man Faces Eight Charges in
Disturbing Voyeurism Case

Tyler Mountain, 28, arrested for voyeurism and burglary in
Polk County after complaints from mobile home park

residents.

Auburndale, Florida, USA - In a troubling incident that
underscores ongoing concerns about crime in the region, Tyler
Mountain, a 28-year-old resident of Auburndale, Florida, has
been taken into custody by the Polk County Sheriff’s Office
(PCSO), facing a multitude of charges including burglary,
voyeurism, stalking, and loitering and prowling. The case, which
has sent ripples through the community, began on April 30,
2023, when residents of a local mobile home park reported
suspicious activities that turned out to be serious violations of
privacy.

Residents expressed alarm after noticing Mountain allegedly
recording or photographing individuals inside their homes using



his cell phone. Following the complaints, detectives discovered
evidence suggesting that he had entered the curtilage of one
victim’s residence to spy on her twice. Additionally, Mountain is
accused of stepping onto a second victim’s landing outside her
home with voyeuristic intentions on two separate occasions. All
incidents reportedly took place during the night, heightening
concerns about safety in the neighborhood.

Multiple Charges and Past Offenses

The investigation has culminated in Mountain facing a total of
eight charges: two counts each of burglary of an occupied
dwelling, voyeurism, stalking, and loitering and prowling. It’s
noteworthy that this is not Mountain’s first run-in with law
enforcement; he was previously arrested in November 2023 for
indecent exposure involving two women. Currently, he is being
held at the Polk County Jail, while authorities continue to
investigate and seek further information from the public about
the alleged incidents.

This situation reflects broader trends in crime within Polk
County. While overall crime fell more than 12% in 2020, violent
crime saw a troubling increase, climbing over 6% from the
previous year. According to The Ledger, the county’s violent
crime rate in 2020 was 296 per 100,000 residents, with
instances of domestic violence reportedly rising during the
pandemic due to increased tensions and stressors.

A Complex Picture of Crime in the
Community

Polk County’s share of the state’s crime landscape reflects
shared challenges, as Florida experienced a 14% decrease in
overall crime from 2019 to 2020 but also a 2% increase in
violent crime, totaling 82,941 offenses across the state. Law
enforcement officials, including Sheriff Grady Judd, have linked
this spike in violent incidents to various factors, notably the

impact of the COVID-19 pandemic which affected community
interactions and law enforcement’s ability to address emerging
issues. In 2020, Lakeland police registered 404 violent offenses,
including 12 homicides and numerous assaults—underscoring a
pronounced concern for public safety.

As the community navigates the aftermath of these incidents,
there’s a recognized need for improved community engagement
and proactive policing strategies to curb juvenile offenses and
enhance safety. With law enforcement emphasizing the
importance of community trust, residents are urged to stay
vigilant and report any suspicious behavior.

As the case against Mountain unfolds, residents remain hopeful
for a resolution that will restore their sense of security. Safety in
the community can rely heavily on collective efforts and open
lines of communication with law enforcement, creating an
environment where neighbors can again feel safe in their
homes.
