Auburndale, Polk County, Florida, USA - In a flurry of
legislative activity as Florida’s session draws to a close,
Governor Ron DeSantis has signed six bills into law, addressing
a range of local needs and concerns.

Among the most notable of these new laws is HB 1103, which
focuses on expanding the Intellectual Developmental Disabilities



(IDD) Pilot Program. This bill requires individuals to make an
affirmative choice regarding their enrollment, set to take effect
on July 1. With a need for greater support for those with
disabilities, this move has been met with positive feedback from
advocacy groups.

Local Insights

Another significant bill, HB 4007, pertains to the health care
services provided to inmates in Martin County, limiting
compensation for providers to 110% of the Medicare allowable
rate when there’s no contract in place. This change aims to
streamline costs and ensure that health services remain
efficient.

In St. Johns County, HB 4009 officially designates the St.
Augustine Airport under its new operating name, which took
effect immediately upon the Governor’s signing. This bill not
only simplifies regulatory processes but also strengthens the
identity of this local hub.

Meanwhile, the Citrus County Sheriff’s Office will experience
some restructuring as HB 4013 repeals a special act concerning
the career status of certain employees, placing them under
general law protections. This change is expected to provide a
fairer working environment for law enforcement officers.

In Auburndale, the local government’s capabilities received a
boost with HB 4065, directing the state to convey
approximately 3.15 acres of land for recreational purposes. This
includes renovations for a civic center, boat dock, picnic
pavilions, and playgrounds—good news for families and outdoor
enthusiasts alike.

Lastly, HB 4067 addresses Marion County’s need for flexible
regulations for equestrian sports facilities, permitting alcohol
sales and indoor smoking at certain venues. This law aims to
enhance the experience for spectators and participants alike.



Additional Legislative Context

The Governor’s prompt action on these bills is part of a larger
package, as he considers an impressive twenty-nine bills before
the legislative deadline of June 11, 2025. Among these are
critical measures concerning law enforcement, utility
relocations, and nursing home provisions for veterans and their
spouses, highlighting the Governor’s commitment to addressing
various community needs

 Florida Governor’s Office reports that these actions reaffirm
DeSantis’s approach to ensuring responsive governance. 

As the legislative session wraps up, it seems there’s something
to be said for the recent flurry of activity. The Governor’s office
is clearly taking a hands-on approach to regional governance,
promising that more bills, including measures related to firearm
regulations and public health, are on the horizon.
