Predictions include 13 to
19 named storms, which could bring 6 to 10 hurricanes of
varying strength, and 3 to 5 major hurricanes at Category 3 or
higher. This information adds to the urgency felt throughout the
region, especially as many residents are still recovering from the
devastation of Hurricane Milton, which caused unprecedented
flooding last year. USA Today highlights the importance of
taking these forecasts seriously and acting now.

In light of these challenges, it’s vital for Polk County residents to
stay informed. Signing up for local alerts through Alert Polk—the
county’s messaging system—can help keep families updated
with real-time information, especially as storms develop.
Additionally, following local social media channels could provide
even more timely information.
