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Illegal Immigrant Arrested in Sumter
with 36 Pounds of Marijuana!

Sumter County sees recent drug arrests, including 36
pounds of marijuana and multiple charges against local

residents.

Flamingo Road, Sumter County, S.C., USA - In a string of
recent drug-related incidents, Sumter County has found itself at
the center of significant law enforcement activities. The most
high-profile case involves Eyian V. Robotham, a 59-year-old man
from Rosedale, New York. On July 17, he was arrested after a
routine traffic stop on Highway 341 revealed over 30 pounds of
marijuana in his vehicle. Deputy units, prompted by the alert of
a K-9 unit, located a staggering 36 pounds of the drug, leading
to his subsequent charges of marijuana trafficking. Adding a
twist to this case, it was discovered that Robotham is originally
from Jamaica and is in the U.S. illegally. He now resides in the
Sumter County Detention Center, also facing possible action
from U.S. Immigration and Customs Enforcement, as reported by



WIS TV.

Robotham’s arrest isn’t an isolated incident in Sumter County.
Just recently, the Sumter County Sheriff’s Office Drug Unit
conducted a search at a residence on Flamingo Road, which
resulted in a stark discovery: cocaine, methamphetamine,
marijuana, and even a firearm. Tyrone Rouse Jr., the 29-year-old
occupant of the home, was taken into custody on October 1 and
now faces an array of serious charges ranging from trafficking in
cocaine and methamphetamine to possession of a weapon
during a violent crime. As reported by WACH, Rouse’s bond has
been denied, and he too is being held at the local detention
facility.

Growing Drug Issue

What’s driving this concerning rise in drug trafficking within the
community? Law enforcement officials are urging residents to
stay vigilant and report any suspicious activity. The involvement
of powerful narcotics like fentanyl paints a grim picture of the
types of substances making their way into Sumter County. In
fact, the scope of the recent drug investigations indicates a
troubling trend as the local sheriff’s office allocates more
resources to combat the issue.

This uptick in law enforcement efforts signifies a proactive
stance in addressing what many see as an escalating problem.
With cases like those of Robotham and Rouse dominating
headlines, the importance of community collaboration cannot be
overstated. Neighbors are encouraged to look out for one
another and communicate with the sheriff’s office about
potential drug activity.

Community Response

Local residents are already feeling the effects of this situation.
Coffee shop discussions are turning into deep conversations
about safety and the impact of drugs on the community.
