New Yorker Arrested for Marijuana
During Traffic Stop in Oxford

A New Yorker was arrested for marijuana possession during
a traffic stop in Sumter County. Learn more about the
incident&#039;s details.
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County Road 472, Oxford, Sumter County, USA - On the
evening of July 15, 2025, a traffic stop on U.S. 301 led to the
arrest of a New Yorker for marijuana possession. Melanie
Palmieri, a 28-year-old from Staten Island, was driving her silver
2012 Honda Accord when law enforcement officials noticed her
vehicle had a non-functioning tag light. The deputy on duty
made the stop around 9 p.m. at the intersection with County
Road 472 in Oxford.

As the deputy approached the car, a distinct odor of marijuana
filled the air, prompting further investigation. Despite both
Palmieri and her sister, who was a passenger in the vehicle,
denying any knowledge of cannabis, the search of the car



yielded a marijuana cigarette and a small package labeled “THC
edibles.” This discovery led to her arrest for possession of
marijuana. Following the incident, she was booked at the Sumter
County Detention Center and later released after posting a
$1,000 bond, as reported by Villages-News.
