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Search Intensifies for Missing 15-Year-
Old Girl in Sumter County

Search efforts are underway for 15-year-old Leah Kay
Roach, reported missing in Sumter County. Details on her

appearance and last seen location are available.

C.R. 656 and SW 45th Street, Webster, FL, USA - On June
15, 2025, the Sumter County Sheriff’s Office is actively
searching for a missing 15-year-old girl named Leah Kay Roach.
According to Click Orlando, Leah was last seen around 1 p.m.
on Saturday in the vicinity of C.R. 656 and SW 45th Street, near
Webster. She is described as having a height of 5 feet 5 inches
and weighing approximately 130 pounds, with blonde hair and
striking blue eyes. At the time of her disappearance, she donned
a black hoodie, dark jeans, and white slides.

The circumstances surrounding Leah’s disappearance have
raised concerns within the community. Anyone who may have
any information regarding her whereabouts is urged to contact

the Sumter County Sheriff’s Office at 352-793-2621 or dial 911.
The urgency of the situation is unmistakable, as her safe return
is a priority for both her family and local authorities.

Local Crime Context

Leah’s case is particularly alarming given the higher crime rates
in Sumter. According to Neighborhood Scout, Sumter has a
crime rate of 48 incidents per one thousand residents, among
the highest in the nation. The chance of becoming a victim of
either violent or property crime in this area is one in 21. With a
population of 42,766, Sumter notably experiences elevated
rates of violent crime, making Leah’s disappearance even more
concerning.

Statistics indicate that the likelihood of becoming a victim of a
violent crime in Sumter is one in 114, which is unsettling for
residents. It includes severe offenses such as homicide and
aggravated assault. Property crimes are also troubling, with a
rate of 39 per one thousand residents. The prevalent property
crime scenarios include vehicle theft, where the chance of
having a car stolen in Sumter is one in 297.

Community Response and Safety Measures

The Sumter County Sheriff’s Office is not only involved in the
search for Leah but is also addressing safety concerns in the
area. As reported by Sumter County Sheriff, a number of
individuals are currently in jail facing various charges—ranging
from traffic violations to more serious offenses including
possession of controlled substances. This context highlights
ongoing criminal activities in Sumter, warranting the community
to remain vigilant.

As the search for Leah continues, community support becomes
essential. Safety measures and awareness can make a
significant difference as residents are encouraged to stay
informed and proactive in ensuring the wellbeing of the
