Browns Rookie Quinshon Judkins
Arrested on Domestic Violence Charges
Cleveland Browns rookie Quinshon Judkins was arrested in

Broward County on domestic violence charges, raising
concerns about player conduct.

Broward County, Florida, USA - In a startling development
for football fans, Cleveland Browns rookie running back
Quinshon Judkins was arrested in Broward County, Florida, on
Saturday, July 12, 2025. The 21-year-old faces serious
allegations, specifically a charge of domestic violence and
battery, categorized as „touch or strike/battery/domestic
violence,“ according to Heavy.com.

Judkins, fresh off a celebrated college career at Ole Miss and
Ohio State, where he amassed an impressive 3,785 rushing
yards and 45 touchdowns, remained in jail as of Saturday night,
with no bond set. His initial court appearance is scheduled for
Sunday morning. This arrest adds an unanticipated twist to what
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was expected to be an exciting entry into the NFL after being
drafted 36th overall in the 2025 NFL Draft. The Browns had high
hopes for Judkins, planning for him to play a pivotal role in their
offensive lineup, especially after parting ways with franchise
legend Nick Chubb.

A Controversial Track Record

This incident is not the first of its kind for the Browns. It follows a
similar case involving defensive tackle Mike Hall Jr., who faced
domestic violence charges in 2024. Hall’s initial arrest triggered
a series of events, leading to a plea deal for a lesser charge and
ultimately a five-game suspension after being placed on the
Commissioner’s Exempt List, as reported by PennLive.com.

The Cleveland Browns organization is aware of the predicament
surrounding Judkins and is reportedly gathering more
information about the case. They must navigate the implications
of the NFL’s „Personal Conduct Policy,“ which holds all
players—unsigned rookies included—accountable for their
actions off the field. However, Judkins is the lone draft pick yet
to sign his rookie contract, which complicates matters as
negotiations hover around players seeking more guaranteed
money.

The Bigger Picture

With the NFL under scrutiny for how it handles domestic
violence cases, questions abound regarding Judkins‘ arrest in
the wake of Hall’s incident. Changes were instituted after public
backlash surrounding high-profile cases, such as Ray Rice in
2014, which led to a stringent personal conduct policy now
enforced across the league. As of 2023, the NFL recorded eleven
domestic violence cases, a figure that underscores the critical
nature of judiciously addressing such incidents.

Policy reforms now mandate that first-time domestic violence
offenders face a six-game suspension, while repeat offenders

can receive a lifetime ban. The NFL’s commitment to providing
training and legal oversight has been highlighted by the
appointment of experts like Lisa Friel, who aims to ensure that
investigations are thorough and just.

The Browns, who recently drafted running back Dylan Sampson
to bolster their backfield alongside veteran Jerome Ford, must
grapple with the ongoing ramifications of Judkins‘ arrest. Fans
and analysts alike are left questioning the team’s vetting
process, particularly as the rookies prepare to report for training
camp on July 18, where the focus is already shifting toward team
dynamics and player reliability.

While Judkins‘ talent on the field is undeniable, his off-field
issues raise critical concerns that may overshadow his potential
contributions. As the Browns navigate this troubling situation,
the league will closely watch how they implement policies
designed to protect all parties involved.

As always, the hope is that players are held accountable in a
way that aligns with the values of sportsmanship, respect, and
integrity within the game.
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
