Four-star WR Jabari Brady commits to Mizzou for 2026,
choosing the Tigers over top programs after impressive

high school stats.

Hollywood, FL, USA - On June 8, 2025, the Missouri Tigers
football program celebrated a significant addition to their roster
as four-star wide receiver Jabari Brady from Pompano Beach,
Florida, pledged his commitment to the team. This marks the
third verbal commitment for Missouri’s Class of 2026, following a
successful official visit to Columbia on the weekend of May 30.

Brady’s Impressive Track Record

Brady had a stellar sophomore season at Monarch High School
in Coconut Creek, where he caught 70 passes for an impressive
1,392 yards and scored 10 touchdowns. After transferring to
Chaminade-Madonna Prep in Hollywood for his junior year, he
returned to Monarch, where he maintained strong performance
metrics. In just seven games, he recorded 23 receptions for 485
yards and seven touchdowns, averaging an impressive 21.2
yards per catch. His contributions helped Monarch achieve a 7-4
record this past season.

Interestingly, Brady was also recognized for his talents in a
broader national context. He participated in the 2025 All-
American Bowl in January, further showcasing his abilities on a
prominent platform. He’s currently ranked 146th in the ESPN
300 for the Class of 2026 and sits at 26th among wide receivers
nationally, in addition to being recognized as the 23rd top player
from Florida.

Recruiting Landscape for Mizzou

Brady joins quarterback Gavin Sidwar and linebacker Keenan
Harris in Missouri’s 2026 recruiting class. The Tigers, under head
coach Eli Drinkwitz, are on the rise, currently ranking 15th
among SEC schools in this recruiting cycle according to
247Sports.com. Brady’s decision to sign with Mizzou adds to a
growing narrative that the program is becoming a formidable
force in college football recruitment.

Brady’s commitment is not just a personal win but also signals a
bigger trend within Mizzou’s recruiting strategy, as they
compete with elite programs for top talent. With a total of 40
announced offers from schools such as Florida State, Ohio State,
and Texas A&M, his choice reflects a strong inclination towards
what Mizzou has to offer, positioning him as a potential



cornerstone for the Tigers in the upcoming seasons.
