The team’s resilience after making the playoffs
for seven consecutive seasons, albeit without winning the
coveted Stanley Cup or reaching the Finals in this stretch,
showcases their determination and fighting spirit. The franchise
has a rich history, having played a total of 45 seasons since its
inception in 1980, originally as the Hartford Whalers before
making the move to Raleigh in 1998.

Current Season Highlights

This season, the Hurricanes have demonstrated impressive
performance, finishing with a record of 47 wins, 30 losses, and 5
overtime losses. Their performance has placed them among the
top in the league, with a goals-for total of 266 and a goals-
against tally of 230 during the regular season. The Champs or
Chumps site provides details on how the team’s playoff streak
is currently the fourth longest in the NHL, a strong testament to
their competitiveness.

In their postseason journey, Carolina first faced off against the
New Jersey Devils and then took on the formidable Washington
Capitals, winning both series to get to the Conference Finals.
However, their luck turned in the series against the Panthers,
where they have struggled, suffering a series of defeats before
finally breaking the streak.

Comparative Standings

The Florida Panthers, their rivals, also finished the regular
season strongly with a record of 47 wins, 31 losses, and 4
overtime losses, putting them in a very competitive position.
They held an advantage in regular season stats, scoring 246
goals while allowing 223. According to Hockey Reference, their
starting goalie, Sergei Bobrovsky, has been in fine form,
boasting a .935 save percentage throughout the playoffs.
