Burglary Hits Namaste Kava: Fort Pierce
Police Step Up Patrols!

Police in Fort Pierce, Martin County, investigate a recent
burglary at Namaste Kava &amp; Botanicals as patrols
Increase.

Fort Pierce, Florida, USA - Fort Pierce, long known for its
vibrant culture and natural beauty, finds itself grappling with a
renewed wave of crime, highlighted by a recent burglary that
has drawn the attention of local authorities and residents alike.
On June 11, around 2 a.m., Namaste Kava & Botanicals—located
in downtown Fort Pierce—became the unfortunate target of this
incident. Approximately $300 worth of merchandise was stolen,
prompting ten Fort Pierce police officers to spring into action.
The police are now actively reviewing security camera footage
as part of the investigation. Interestingly, the suspect in this
case does not link back to previous burglaries that occurred on
June 3 and June 5, where an arrest has already been made, as
reported by TCPalm.

In response to this recent uptick in criminal activity, Fort Pierce
police are increasing patrols in the area, with anywhere from six
to eight officers scheduled for bike patrol starting on June 13.
This proactive approach aims to reassure local businesses and
residents amid rising concerns over safety.

Crime Rates on the Rise

Unfortunately, this burglary is emblematic of a broader trend in
Fort Pierce. The city has a crime rate of 24 crimes per 1,000
residents, surpassing the national average. Residents face a 1 in
41 chance of becoming a victim of either a violent or property
crime, a statistic that places Fort Pierce’s crime rate higher than
81% of cities and towns in Florida. When judging by the violent
crime rate alone, Fort Pierce ranks among the highest in the
nation, as noted by NeighborhoodScout.

Moreover, the statistics tell a sobering tale. In 2023, there were
12 homicides, which was an increase from previous years. While
Fort Pierce has seen a decline in violent crime and property
crime over the last five years, the current climate suggests that
challenges lie ahead. The property crime rate, which includes
alarming incidents like motor vehicle theft and burglary, remains
above average, lending urgency to the local authorities*
efforts.City-Data offers detailed breakdowns of crimes over the
years, showing a mixed picture of both decline and persistence
In certain types of crime.

The Safety of the Community

Security concerns affect not just individual residents, but also
local businesses that are essential to the community’s economy.
As those at Namaste Kava & Botanicals grapples with the
aftermath of this burglary, one can’t help but wonder: how can
Fort Pierce strike a balance between its inviting charm and the
need for safety?

As law enforcement steps up with additional patrols and
