Urgent Search for Missing Homestead
Teen Daren Encarnacion!

A Missing Child Alert has been issued for 15-year-old Daren
Encarnacion in Homestead, last seen on July 9. Please
help!

1200 SE 29th Street, Homestead, Florida, USA - Authorities
in Homestead, Florida, have issued a Missing Child Alert for a
teenager who has not been seen since July 9. The alert is
specifically for 15-year-old Daren Encarnacion, who was last
reported seen at approximately 5 p.m. on Southeast 29th Street,
in the Homestead Gardens neighborhood. The alert has raised
concerns within the community, where Daren’s family is
relatively new, and they fear he may be disoriented.

Daren Encarnacion is described as 5 feet 4 inches tall, weighing
around 110 pounds, with curly brown hair featuring blonde
streaks, and striking blue eyes. On the day he went missing,
Daren was wearing a white T-shirt, grey sweatpants, and red



sandals. His absence has prompted friends and family to reach
out for help.

Community Mobilization

The Homestead Police Department is actively investigating this
case and has urged anyone with information to step forward.
Residents are encouraged to contact them at 305-247-1535 or
dial 911 if they have any leads on Daren’s location. As the
search continues, the police have emphasized the importance of
community vigilance during such distressing times. Everyone
living in the area is keeping a watchful eye as they hope for
Daren’s safe return.

As part of the broader community concerns, it’s worth noting the
prevailing issues regarding safety and well-being among young
people, especially those who are new to the area. In times like
these, there is often a collective anxiety about the challenges
that may face adolescents in unfamiliar environments.

Background on Daren’s Family

Adding depth to the situation, it’s also significant to mention the
circumstances surrounding Daren’s family. Their recent
relocation may contribute to the challenges Daren could be
experiencing. For many, adapting to a new home city can be a
bit overwhelming, especially for teenagers who may feel
disconnected from their surroundings.

In recent news, a separate but related event in the local
community involves Maurilio Ambrocio, a pastor who was
deported to Guatemala after living in the U.S. for over twenty
years. Ambrocio had a small congregation of around fifty
members, highlighting both the challenges and a sense of
community that many face when they have to navigate
iImmigration issues. These stories intertwine, painting a picture
of the struggles families endure while trying to build a life in new
environments.



The situation remains fluid, and updates will follow as new
information comes to light. For now, the hope is that Daren is
found safe and sound as the community rallies around this
important cause.
