Inter Milan has indicated that they would consider
another loan arrangement, possibly back to Marseille once his
fitness is fully restored. The club is committed to managing his
development and ensuring that he returns to form as he nears
the expiry of his current contract in 2029.

Understanding ACL Injuries in Football

To put Carboni’s struggles in context, a recent study highlighted
the challenges of ACL injuries in football. As outlined in research
published on PubMed, ACL injuries are notably more frequent
during games than practices, with non-contact situations
accounting for nearly 60% of cases. The risk of such serious
injuries can be heightened when players move to higher
competitive levels, which could have implications for Carboni as
he aims to prove himself within Inter’s first team.

With a history of only minor injuries before his ACL tear,
Carboni’s solid previous form at Monza included scoring twice
and assisting four goals. Such achievements make his potential
return important, not only for his personal aspirations but also
for his team’s ambitions as they prepare for upcoming
competitions.
