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Two Children Injured in Miami-Dade
Turnpike Crash: Details Inside!

A two-vehicle crash on Florida&#039;s Turnpike in
southwest Miami-Dade injured two children, prompting an

ongoing investigation.

Southwest 128th Street, Miami-Dade County, USA - A
serious incident unfolded around 12:35 a.m. on June 25, 2025,
on Florida’s Turnpike in southwest Miami-Dade, involving a black
Honda and a white SUV.
