With his coach, Chris Zambri,
caddying for him during the tournament, Mawhinney entered
the RBC Canadian Open fueled by recent successes, which
include reaching the Round of 16 at the 2024 U.S. Amateur and
clinching the 2025 U.S. Amateur Four-Ball Championship
alongside Will Hartman.

The Significance of the RBC Canadian Open

a few interruptions during World Wars and the COVID-19
pandemic. As noted by RBC Canadian Open, this tournament
is the third oldest continuously running event in professional
golf, following The Open Championship and the U.S. Open.

The allure of the RBC Canadian Open is accentuated by its
status as the most prestigious tournament never won by golfing
legend Jack Nicklaus, who famously finished as a runner-up
seven times. Players such as Tiger Woods, Sam Snead, and
Arnold Palmer have graced its fairways, adding to its glorious
legacy. Mawhinney joins a talented lineup of First Coast
residents participating this year, which includes notable names
like Vince Covello from Nease High School, Ludvig Aberg, Ricky
Castillo, and Lanto Griffin, among others.

The RBC Canadian Open boasts a purse of $9.8 million, with the
winner taking home $1,764,000 alongside 500 FedEx Cup
points.
