$364,225 and $311,806 respectively, dwarfing Eldon’s and
Norman’s modest campaigns, which have brought in just over
$9,000 each. The GOP’s stronghold in these districts complicates
any attempts at flipping the seats by Democrats, with
registration numbers heavily favoring the Republican Party.

Recent Election Results

The political climate remains tense as the Tampa Bay area gears
up for upcoming elections. Voter turnout during recent contests
has shown solid support for incumbents across various districts.
In State Senate races, the results from Districts 11, 21, and 23,
among others, reflected a decisive preference for Republican
candidates, reinforcing the GOP’s grip on the region.
