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Shark Attack Shocks Hollywood Beach:
Man Hospitalized After Bite

A man was hospitalized after a shark attack at Hollywood
Beach, Volusia County, highlighting Florida&#039;s shark

bite issues.

4100 Ocean Drive, Hollywood Beach, Florida, USA - On the
afternoon of July 24, 2025, chaos erupted at Hollywood Beach
when a man was hospitalized following a shark attack. The
incident took place around 3 p.m. near the 4100 block of Ocean
Drive, striking fear into beachgoers enjoying the sun and waves.

According to TampaFP, the victim suffered a significant injury
to his upper arm, confirmed to be caused by a shark bite. Swift
action from emergency units saw a tourniquet applied at the
scene before transporting the man to a local hospital. As of now,
his identity and condition are still under wraps.

Florida’s Shark Bite Landscape

Florida often finds itself in the limelight when it comes to shark
interactions, and it’s not always for the right reasons. As noted
by the Florida Museum of Natural History, Florida leads the
U.S. with the highest number of unprovoked shark bites. In 2024
alone, there were 14 confirmed cases from the Sunshine State,
accounting for a staggering 50% of the national total.

The beachgoers in Volusia County, dubbed the „Shark Bite
Capital of the World,“ experience this reality firsthand, as it
recorded the highest number of bites at eight for the same year.
While most shark encounters are typically swift, ‚hit and run‘
events involving a single strike, the aftermath can be severe.
Fatalities are extremely rare, but serious injuries can and do
occur.

This latest incident serves as a stark reminder for those
spending time in the ocean. The Florida Museum’s data
emphasizes the need for beachgoers to remain vigilant,
especially during peak shark activity periods like the afternoon.
In fact, it’s reported that 50% of unprovoked bites occur when
individuals are swimming or wading, like many who visit the
beautiful beaches of Florida.

A Global Perspective on Shark Attacks

To put things in context, the International Shark Attack File
investigated 88 alleged shark-human interactions worldwide in
2024, confirming a total of 47 unprovoked shark bites. While the
U.S. tops the chart with 28 confirmed cases, Australia follows
with only 9. Interestingly, the total of 47 unprovoked bites in
2024 reflected a dip from the five-year average of 64,
suggesting a positive trend for ocean lovers.

In addition to Florida’s tally, other states also keep track of these
incidents. Texas reported four unprovoked bites, while California
and South Carolina had three and two, respectively. Regardless
