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Governor DeSantis Signs 14 New Bills
Impacting Florida Communities!

Governor Ron DeSantis signed 14 bills in Tallahassee on
June 24, 2025, addressing key issues like affordable

housing and health care.

Tallahassee, Florida - On June 24, 2025, Governor Ron
DeSantis took significant steps towards shaping Florida’s
legislative landscape by signing a package of 14 new bills in
Tallahassee. Among these vital pieces of legislation is CS/CS/SB
1730, aimed at enhancing affordable housing, a pressing issue
affecting many Florida families. The Governor’s commitment to
addressing local needs shines through, as his choices reflect the
unique challenges faced by the state’s diverse communities.

The signed bills cover a wide array of issues, including relief
measures for individuals impacted by healthcare decisions.
CS/SB 28 and CS/SB 22, for instance, provide necessary support
for Darline Angervil, J.R., Eric Miles, Jr., and Jennifer Miles, all



facilitated by the South Broward Hospital District. This aligns
with a broader concern for residents navigating the complex
healthcare landscape.

Expanding Compassion Across the State

Other noteworthy bills that Governor DeSantis endorsed tackle
both policy and community welfare. SB 20 offers relief for J.N., a
minor in Hillsborough County, while CS/CS/SB 1156 establishes a
program for medically fragile children needing home health
aides. These initiatives underscore the administration’s
dedication to vulnerable populations. Similarly, regulations
surrounding presidential libraries, laid out in SB 118, reflect a
commitment to preserving historical contexts for future
generations.

Additionally, the Governor addressed condo management with
two specific bills: CS/CS/HB 913, which modernizes guidelines
for condominium and cooperative associations, and CS/CS/HB
393, initiating the My Safe Florida Condominium Pilot Program.
Both laws are essential for enhancing transparency and safety in
Florida’s housing arena.

A Broader Legislative Menu

Beyond these 14 signed bills, Governor DeSantis has received a
whopping 84 additional bills for consideration, with notable
mentions from Florida Governor’s Office. Among these is
CS/CS/SB 312, focusing on the Florida Institute for Human and
Machine Cognition, Inc., showcasing an investment in innovation
and technology. Educational efforts are also a priority,
exemplified by CS/CS/CS/SB 1070, which relates to the
importance of electrocardiograms for student-athletes, ensuring
their health and safety.

Conversely, some bills delve into sensitive topics. CS/SB 7018
addresses parental consent requirements before terminating a
pregnancy, stirring debates on personal freedoms versus

parental rights. The balancing act between these views
represents a critical juncture in local governance.

The Governor now has until July 3, 2025, to act on the remaining
bills, and residents await outcomes on initiatives that may
impact everything from environmental regulations to
educational reforms.

As these legislative changes unfold, Floridians are encouraged
to stay informed and engaged. The ripple effects of this round of
bill signings could greatly influence daily lives and local
communities across the Sunshine State.
