Gainesville, Florida, United States - As the clock ticks closer
to June 19, residents of Alachua County and beyond are eagerly
preparing to commemorate Juneteenth, a holiday that marks the
end of slavery in the United States. This important day has a rich
history, celebrated since 1866 and officially recognized as a
federal holiday by President Joe Biden in 2021. Coined from
„June“ and „nineteenth,“ Juneteenth signifies the day in 1865
when Major General Gordon Granger led Union soldiers into
Galveston, Texas, to announce that all enslaved individuals were
free, a full two and a half years after the Emancipation
Proclamation had been issued.

In Alachua County, local offices will be closed on June 19, 2025,



with the exception of essential services. While government
doors may be closed, the spirit of celebration will remain alive.
Curbside collection for solid waste, recycling, and yard trash will
proceed as normal. Environmental services such as the Leveda
Brown Environmental Park and the Hazardous Waste Collection
Center will maintain their regular hours, ensuring that residents
have continued access to these essential facilities.

Celebrating Freedom and Community

Juneteenth is not just about closures; it’s about coming together
as a community to acknowledge a pivotal moment in history.
The Alachua County Library District will close its doors for the
day, but it plays a vital role in supporting Juneteenth
celebrations with a wealth of resources. The library offers a
fantastic selection of books related to Juneteenth, including titles
like „On Juneteenth“ by Annette Gordon-Reed and the cookbook
„Watermelon & Red Birds: A Cookbook For Juneteenth and Black
Celebrations“ by Nicole A. Taylor. In addition, the library has
planned a series of events, such as craft programs, story times,
and movie screenings, celebrating the significance of this day
and its legacy.

Gainesville is also stepping up its celebration efforts. Kicking off
with the raising of the Juneteenth flag at City Hall, the event,
titled „Journey to Juneteenth: A Season of Freedom,“ features a
packed agenda, including a children’s scavenger hunt and
movie screenings of popular films like „Black Panther“ and
„Harriet.“ These activities culminate in the Freedom Walk on
June 19, which promises to be a unifying gathering for the
community.

A Time for Reflection and Education

In addition to festivities, there are educational opportunities that
delve into the complexities of the period surrounding
emancipation. A webinar series titled „Reconstruction and Jim
Crow“ will take place on June 7, providing participants with a



chance to gain deeper insights into this crucial era in American
history.

Most events are free and open to the public, encouraging
widespread participation. For those eager to join in, detailed
information can be found on Gainesville’s dedicated page for the
Juneteenth events, where a complete calendar is available.
Embracing the communal spirit, these activities not only
celebrate liberation but also foster understanding and respect
for the struggles faced by generations past.

On a day dedicated to remembering the past, it is also crucial to
ensure community safety. The Office of Waste Collection will be
closed, reopening on June 23, while Alachua County Animal
Resources will close on June 19 and resume operations on the
morning of June 20—but officers will remain on call for
emergencies.

As we gear up for this significant observance, let us remember
the past with gratitude and look toward a future filled with
awareness, community, and celebration. Whether you
participate in local events or take a moment of reflection,
there’s something to be said for joining together to honor
freedom and resilience.
