A few closures have also marked the landscape; Yummy House
Ocala has temporarily shuttered its doors for relocation and is
expected to reopen later this year at a new site on 27th Avenue.

The ongoing evolution of dining options highlights Ocala’s
reputation as a culinary destination. Kevin Sheilley, President
and CEO of the Ocala Metro Chamber and Economic Partnership
(CEP), has noted that 2024 was a pivotal year for retail and
dining, with expectations for even more growth in 2025. As
reported by 352today.com, new eateries such as Koto Express,
specializing in hibachi and sushi, and a location for Miller’s Ale
House are on the horizon, bringing variety to West State Road
200.

Recreational and Residential Expansion

works, promising to be a major 37,000-square-foot facility for
enthusiasts.

Furthermore, a second city parking garage and
a new downtown hotel are slated for construction, ensuring that
Ocala remains accessible and comfortable for its growing
population.

Speaking of accessibility, there are also plans for new retail
developments near On Top of the World, including the highly
anticipated first Sprouts grocery store and a Chipotle, as
highlighted by WCJB.com.
