This week, the
Marion County Development Review Committee will assess the
request, and further steps include a text amendment and a map
amendment needing review by the board of county
commissioners. Notably, these amendments are legislative
decisions that will be sent to the state for comments, paving the
way for a thorough review process.

While there’s much enthusiasm around the proposal, some
details remain unclear, particularly concerning the project’s
potential cost. The Ocala Golden Golf and Equestrian Club has
not yet provided insights in this area, leaving many to wonder
how the financial aspects will unfold.
