The West End parkrun launches July 12, 2025, at 12830 W.
Newberry Rd, offering a free 5K for all ages and fitness

levels.

12830 W. Newberry Rd, Gainesville, Florida, USA - The
vibrant running community in Gainesville is about to expand
significantly with the launch of a new parkrun at West End
Community Park in Jonesville. Starting on Saturday, July 12, at
7:30 a.m., this 5K event will offer a fun and engaging way for all
ages and fitness levels to participate in regular physical activity.

This exciting
addition to the Gainesville scene follows the successful
establishment of the original Depot Park parkrun, which started
in 2019.



According to Main Street Daily News, the new course is
designed to be more challenging than the flatter terrain of Depot
Park. It features a 5K loop that combines pavement, grass, and
hills, presenting a delightful challenge for those looking to
elevate their running experience. Co-event directors Kristen
Bryant and Lisa Brosky are set to oversee the West End parkrun,
continuing the growth of this beloved community event.

Building a Global Community

Parkrun has seen remarkable growth since its inception in 2004
in England, where it began with just 13 runners. Today, over
2,500 parkruns are held across 23 countries, with participation
numbers climbing to an impressive 326,000 people on a recent
weekend. The Jonesville parkrun will hold the distinction of being
the second in Alachua County, the seventh in Florida, and the
89th in the United States. This trajectory showcases how local
initiatives can tap into a much larger global movement.

In fact, participants who complete a certain number of parkruns
can earn milestone T-shirts, with special recognition after 25,
50, 100, 250, and even 500 runs. For junior parkrunners,
completing 10 events secures a commemorative T-shirt. This
gamification aspect truly adds a fun twist, motivating
participants to keep coming back for more.

Fostering Inclusivity and Wellbeing

The inclusion of all ages and fitness levels means that the
parkrun is more than just a race; it’s about building a
community. The experience is designed to be welcoming to
everyone, especially newcomers, after recent changes to
parkrun’s official website. As noted on Stats Me If You Can,
certain competitive data has been removed to ensure an inviting
space for new runners. Instead, an independent site has
emerged to cater to those dedicated to tracking their
performance without feeling deterred by overly competitive
data.
