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Missing Teens Found in Florida: A St.

St. Pete Beach, Florida, USA - The community in Pinellas
County is on high alert following the recent disappearance of
two teenagers visiting from Oklahoma.

Another Missing Teen in St. Petersburg

While the situation for Jersey and Cayden ended positively,
another case remains unresolved. Allister Nasr, a 17-year-old
high school senior from St. Petersburg, has been missing since
March 1. Allister’s family is extremely worried about his safety
and mental well-being, especially as he is on the verge of
graduating. He had dreams of attending the University of Florida
to pursue engineering.

Allister was last seen leaving his home on a bike near 62nd Ave
NE and 1st St N. Efforts from St. Petersburg police have included
analyzing cell phone data, conducting drone surveys in nearby
wooded areas, and reviewing security footage from
neighborhood Ring Doorbells. His family, alongside teachers and
neighbors, have distributed thousands of flyers in a desperate
attempt to locate him. You can find more details about Allister’s
case at Fox 13 News.
