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Arkansas Scores Big: Daylen Green
Chooses Razorbacks Over FSU!

Daylen Green, a standout from Gadsden County, commits
to Arkansas after a strong junior season, turning down

major schools like Florida State.

Gadsden County, Florida - In a significant move for their
football program, the University of Arkansas has secured the
commitment of three-star linebacker Daylen Green from
Gadsden County, Florida. Following an official visit over the
weekend, Green embraced the Razorbacks, confirming his
decision through a heartfelt message on Twitter, expressing
gratitude to all the schools that courted him. Green’s choice
comes after careful consideration, prayer, and discussions with
his mother, guiding him to savor a new path in his athletic
career.

Standing at 6 feet 2 inches tall and weighing 185 pounds, Green
has shown exceptional performance on the field. During his



junior season, he amassed an impressive 111 tackles, including
4 tackles for loss, and demonstrated versatility with 9 receptions
for 153 yards and a touchdown. His skill set not only helped his
team, the Jaguars, reach the Class 2A state final but also earned
him a notable ranking as the No. 713 overall prospect in the
nation according to the On3 Industry Ranking. Among his peers
in Florida, he stands as the No. 66 safety and ranks No. 99
overall.

Commitments and Rankings

Green is part of a growing roster for Arkansas, which recently
received verbal commitments from two recruits, including Blair
Irvin, a wide receiver from Bentonville, Arkansas. Irvin,
measuring 6 feet 1 inch and 175 pounds, chose Arkansas after
visiting the campus and opted for the Razorbacks over schools
like USF and Kansas State. Though unranked by 247Sports, his
potential will be nurtured under the guidance of wide receivers
coach Ronnie Fouch. The Razorbacks are actively building their
2026 recruiting class, which is shaping up to be a competitive
one.

Looking at the broader picture, Arkansas’s 2026 class currently
sits at an impressive rank of 11th nationally and 4th in the SEC
according to Composite team rankings. The Razorbacks are
eager to break into the top 25 for recruiting finishes, having
faced challenges in the past two cycles that saw them ranked
30th and 32nd, respectively. A solid recruitment strategy seems
to be in place, aiming to reverse their trajectory.

With defensive commitments rolling in as well, including notable
players like four-star edge Colton Yarbrough and three-star
cornerback Jalon Copeland, the Razorbacks are not just focusing
on offensive talent but are also fortifying their defense. As they
gear up for the upcoming season, these young prospects
represent hope and potential for the future of Arkansas football.

Daylen Green’s commitment is a testament to the strategic
efforts being made by the Razorbacks coaching staff. Coach
Marcus Woodson and Scott Fountain played crucial roles in
attracting Green, a player whose versatility is anticipated to
shine whether he takes the field as a linebacker or transitions to
a hybrid or Nickel position at the next level. As Green steps into
this new chapter, Arkansas fans are left eager and hopeful for
what’s to come.
