Gilchrist County, USA - On July 4, 2025, a heartwarming
barbecue event took place in Gilchrist County to rally around the
Smith family, whose six-year-old son, Ezra, is courageously
facing Stage 4 Neuroblastoma. This devastating diagnosis,
which he received back in February, has led Ezra through a
whirlwind of treatments, including a recent stem cell transplant,
alongside rigorous chemotherapy sessions. His journey is far
from over, as he will soon transition to a maintenance phase
involving chemotherapy pills this fall. The compassion of the
community has been evident, as Ezra’s grandparents, Gray and
Kathy Jo Smith, expressed deep gratitude for the ongoing love
and support they have received during this challenging time. 



The fundraising barbecue, organized by local 4-H members,
centered on serving fresh ribs, with all proceeds directed toward
offsetting the Smith family’s growing medical expenses.
Community member Stephanie Barron, who has a special
connection to the Smith family, underscored how crucial support
can be during difficult times. As the event unfolded, everyone
came together not just to enjoy a good meal, but to show
solidarity with a family in need.
