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Escambia County Renames Gulf: Historic
Shift to  Gulf of America

Escambia County plans to rename ordinances from
&quot;Gulf of Mexico&quot; to &quot;Gulf of

America,&quot; following state legislation and public
hearings.

Pensacola, Florida, USA - On July 10, 2025, the Escambia
County Commissioners made a notable decision, voting to
amend numerous county ordinances. This shift involved
changing references from the „Gulf of Mexico“ to the newly
designated „Gulf of America.“ This change affects nearly two
dozen ordinances, relating to a variety of local issues such as
Perdido Key regulations, dog park management, and littering
laws. This unanimous decision follows recent legislative actions,
including bills signed by Governor Ron DeSantis which officially
recognized the Gulf as the „Gulf of America“ in state law and
textbooks, a milestone that marks Florida as the first state to
adopt this terminology, as detailed by North Escambia.

The heart of this change stems not only from state-level
modifications but also from an executive order issued by former
President Trump, further solidifying the name change.
Commissioner Lumon May voiced his skepticism, suggesting
that while changing the name might make legal documents
more consistent, it would not necessarily remedy broader issues
like climate change or shift public sentiments. On the opposite
side, Commissioner Steve Stroberger embraced the update,
viewing it as recognition of those who actively protect the gulf.

The Rollout of the Change

As part of the initiative, the county’s welcome sign at Pensacola
Beach has already been updated to reflect this new name, which
came with a price tag of $2,600. According to Pensacola News
Journal, this decision ultimately aims to bring continuity across
various legal documents and processes while complying with
Governor DeSantis’s recent directives.

The public hearing to officially discuss and authorize these
changes took place on the evening of July 10 at the Ernie Lee
Magaha Government Building in downtown Pensacola. This
discussion not only addressed the updates to the ordinances but
also provided an opportunity for community members to voice
their opinions on what is undoubtedly a polarizing issue.

Looking Ahead

While Chair Mike Kohler has expressed strong support for the
name change, he stated a willingness to reconsider the decision
should future leadership wish to revert to the „Gulf of Mexico“
designation. That flexibility shows an understanding of the
ongoing nature of local governance and community preferences.
This discussion is sure to continue stirring debate not only within
the Escambia region but also across the state as its residents
adjust to this new terminology.

The ongoing changes to county ordinances reflect a broader
