Today has the makings for severe thunderstorms from
Alabama to Georgia, affecting key cities like Mobile,
Montgomery, Atlanta, and Charlotte. Central Mississippi and
Alabama may face the most significant storm potential, creating
a serious safety concern for residents in those areas.

Impact on Communities

Events like these are typically recorded in the Climate Data
Online, where the documentation details occurrences, injuries,
and property damage related to severe weather. The database
is a crucial resource for understanding the broader implications
of severe storms, capturing everything from rare weather
phenomena to record-breaking temperatures.

Since its inception, this valuable resource has allowed users to
explore storm events by date or location, aiding in research
