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Supreme Court Backs Trump: A Game-
Changer for Immigration Laws

the Supreme Court has sided with President Donald Trump,
curbing the power of lower courts to block executive orders.

In a decisive 6-3 decision, predominantly supported by justices
appointed by Republican administrations, the Court has
significantly narrowed the scope of judicial intervention
regarding executive actions. It particularly centered on Trump’s
executive order aiming to deny birthright citizenship to children
of undocumented immigrants born in the U.S., a policy that had
been stalled by federal judges in several states including
Maryland, Massachusetts, and New Hampshire. The Court’s
ruling indicated that universal injunctions issued by lower courts
exceeded the authority granted to judges by Congress, now
limiting protections to specific plaintiffs rather than broadly
shielding affected populations.Infobae.

The Path Forward

For the time being, the implementation of Trump’s order will
remain on hold for 30 days, allowing the potential for legislative
or further judicial actions to unfold. Notably, the ruling does not
address the constitutional validity of the executive order but
instead focuses on whether lower courts were overstepping their
bounds. This opens up a complex web for litigants, who must
now navigate different jurisdictions to challenge federal policies,
potentially heightening the number of legal disputes and
inconsistent rulings across state lines.Yahoo News.

Trump’s administration, emboldened by this ruling, is poised to
push forward its contentious policies regarding citizenship
rights. The moment could spark significant debates within legal
circles and among civil rights advocates. Critics, including New
York Attorney General Letitia James, expressed that the ruling
represents a „deep and disappointing setback“ for affected
families, particularly as New York was among 19 states rallying
against Trump’s executive order. Legal opinions are fiercely
divided; Justice Sonia Sotomayor has warned that this decision
may invite the government to sidestep constitutional obligations
entirely, portraying the ruling as deeply concerning for the
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future of judicial oversight.CNN Español.
