As confirmed by the National Institute of Statistics and
Geography (INEGI), Yucatan boasts a homicide rate of just three
per 100,000 inhabitants, a number comparable to safer nations
like Denmark and Norway. By stark contrast, the national
average across Mexico is a staggering 138 per 100,000
residents, making Yucatan’s achievement even more
commendable. This steady decline in violence extends to
domestic matters as well, with reported cases of domestic
violence falling from 10.5% in 2020 to just 4.6% in 2024,
significantly below the national average.

Furthermore, the confidence in the state’s Judicial Branch is on
the rise, reaching a new high with 70% of residents rating its
performance positively, as discussed by INEGI Vice President
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Adrian Franco Barrios at a recent conference. Public perception
reflects a robust belief in the capacity of local institutions to
administer justice effectively, a correlation that enhances overall
societal confidence.

Yucatan has undeniably carved out a niche as a model of safety,
demonstrating what can be achieved through effective
governance, community trust, and sustained partnership
between the government and its citizens. As we look to the
future, there’s much to build on, with the aim of reinforcing this
peaceful coexistence while addressing the areas needing
improvement.
