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Liberty County Commissioner Indicted:
Shocking Sex Assault Charges!

Liberty County Commissioner David Whitmire faces
criminal charges for alleged sexual offenses amid custody

case misconduct.

Liberty County, Texas, USA - In a serious development
shaking the Liberty County political landscape, Click2Houston
reports that Liberty County Precinct 3 Commissioner David
Shirell Whitmire is facing criminal charges. These pertain to
allegations of exploiting his office to solicit sexual favors from a
woman seeking help in a child custody dispute. This unsettling
case is now under the jurisdiction of the Montgomery County
District Attorney’s Office, following the recusal of Liberty County
District Attorney Jennifer Bergman. Brett Ligon, the Montgomery
County District Attorney, has stepped in as the prosecutor pro
tem to handle what has become a high-profile case.

Whitmire, 62, has been indicted by a Liberty County grand jury

on three significant counts: sexual assault, official oppression,
and solicitation of prostitution. As outlined by Fox 26 Houston,
the alleged offenses took place on December 27, 2024, when
Whitmire is accused of sexually assaulting a woman and
proposing assistance with her child custody battle in exchange
for sexual favors.

The Timeline of Allegations

These allegations came to light following a social media video
posted in March 2025, where a couple shared their concerns
regarding the child custody system and highlighted
inappropriate behavior by Whitmire. This prompted an
investigation involving the Texas Rangers, who gathered sworn
statements regarding Whitmire’s alleged interactions with the
woman.

The woman claims that during a meeting in December, Whitmire
pressured her into agreeing to sexual acts under the pretense of
providing help with her custody case. In his defense, Whitmire
acknowledged engaging in sexual activity but vehemently
denied any wrongdoing, insisting he had solely lied to her about
offering assistance due to being intoxicated during their
encounters.

Legal Proceedings and Charges

Following the grand jury’s indictment on April 23, 2025,
Whitmire turned himself in to the Liberty County Jail. He has
since bonded out, with his bond set at a total of $35,000. The
conditions of his release are quite stringent—he must report
weekly to authorities, must abstain from alcohol and narcotics,
is prohibited from visiting places that sell alcohol, and faces
random urinalysis. Additionally, he is barred from contacting the
victim involved in the case.

The charges he faces have significant implications under Texas
law. According to Texas Statutes, official oppression, which

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Whitmire is accused of, is treated as a Class A misdemeanor,
unless it involves a more severe intent that could elevate the
offense to a third-degree felony. This emphasizes the
seriousness of his alleged misuse of office as a public servant.

Public Reaction and Accountability

The case has struck a nerve in the community, raising crucial
questions about accountability among public officials. Liberty
County District Attorney Jennifer Bergman emphasized her
dedication to justice, reiterating the need for public servants to
be held accountable for their actions. As Whitmire, who has
served since 2021 and whose term extends until 2028, faces
these serious allegations, the fallout from this situation will be
closely monitored by constituents.

Ultimately, the outcome of this case may set important
precedents regarding the responsibility of those in public office
and their behavior towards vulnerable constituents. With
potential ramifications for public trust, many are left wondering
how this will all unfold in the coming months.
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
