With nearly 6,200 seniors spread across 15 high schools, the

According to the district’s recent survey, 2,063 students plan to
attend a four-year college or university. Meanwhile, 1,532
students are gearing up for two-year community or state
colleges, 938 are set for technical schools, and some will enter
the workforce or join the Armed Forces. This multifaceted
approach to life after graduation reflects students* diverse
ambitions.

Spotlight on Local Schools

Among the success stories, Cape Coral High School stands out,
with its seniors collectively earning over $19 million in
scholarships, marking the highest amount for the school. Oasis
High School also shone brightly, with a total of $2,498,000
awarded to its 218 graduates, including 93 who received the
prestigious Cambridge International diploma. Principal Jackie
Corey from Oasis expressed immense pride in the talents of the
class of 2025, commending their hard work and wishing them all
the best in their upcoming journeys.

The post-graduation pathways for Oasis High’s graduates reveal
a promising future: 52 will attend Florida community colleges,
while 105 are heading to universities. Furthermore, 42 will
pursue technical trades, and a handful will dive straight into the
workforce or enter the military. These decisions reflect larger
trends in education and workforce readiness, emphasizing
practical solutions in meeting today’s challenges.

Scholarship Insights and Trends

Research from Bold sheds light on the broader landscape of
scholarships in the United States, with 58% of American families
relying on these opportunities to fund college tuition. Notably,
the average financial aid awarded to first-time undergraduates
stands at $14,890 per year, although full-ride scholarships
remain a rarity, with only 0.1% of students receiving such
awards. The report highlights that 30% of scholarships are



granted to students with GPAs between 3.0 and 3.4, indicating
that there’s plenty of opportunity for hard-working students.

In light of the rising costs of college—averaging around $33,730
for the 2023-2024 academic year—financial aid is more critical
than ever. Tuition has increased by a staggering 161.1% from
2001 to 2024, ushering in a reality where student loan debt in
2024 hit $1.6 trillion. The trend underscores the importance of
scholarships and grants, with the Pell Grant program aiding
approximately 7.5 million students each year.
