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Legacy in Action: Lee Evans Watches
Son Shine at Football Camp

Lee Evans IV, son of Badgers legend Lee Evans, attended a
June 8 football camp at Camp Randall, showcasing his
multi-sport talent.
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Madison, Wisconsin, USA - On June 8, 2025, Camp Randall
Stadium in Madison, Wisconsin, buzzed with excitement as Lee
Evans IV, affectionately known as ,,Leej,” took part in a football
camp. The event drew not just aspiring athletes but also legends
of the game, including his father, Lee Evans, former Wisconsin
Badgers star. This camp was a unique opportunity for the
younger Evans, who is a multi-sport athlete in the 2026 class
from Virginia, to soak in his father’s legacy while honing his
skills on the field. As you might expect, the elder Evans took a
keen interest in the proceedings, having coached his son at the
middle school level and wanting to connect with the Badgers’
community once more.



Lee Evans, the senior, has a storied past that began in Bedford,
Ohio, where he was born on March 11, 1981. Over a glittering
college career, he solidified his place in Wisconsin football
history. During his time with the Badgers, he amassed over
3,000 receiving yards and 26 touchdowns, including a standout
season in 2001 where he set a Big Ten record with 1,545
receiving yards—a feat achieved despite playing with three
different quarterbacks that year.

A Legacy of Excellence

During his illustrious career, Lee Evans caught 381 passes for
6,008 yards across 118 games, culminating in 43 touchdowns.
After being selected as the 13th overall pick by the Buffalo Bills
in the first round of the 2004 NFL Draft, Evans quickly made a
name for himself. Notably, in 2006 and 2008, he became a
crucial part of the Bills’ offense, surpassing the 1,000-yard mark
in receiving yards both seasons. His remarkable ability to make
game-changing plays included a record-setting 205 receiving
yards in a single quarter against the New England Patriots.

Despite his achievements, including a standout rookie record of
9 touchdowns, Evans faced his share of struggles, particularly
with injuries that hampered his performance in later years. After
a stint with the Buffalo Bills, where he played until 2010, he
moved to the Baltimore Ravens for a short time and then briefly
joined the Jacksonville Jaguars before announcing his retirement
in 2012. Remarkably, he has not yet been inducted into the Hall
of Fame, a topic of ongoing discussion among fans who
appreciate his phenomenal skill set on the field.

The Future Looks Bright

Now, as Lee Evans IV embarks on his football journey, the
coaching staff at Wisconsin is keeping a close eye on his
development. They recognize the weight of his father’s legacy
as they assess his talent and potential. It’s clear that Leej isn’t
just living in his father’s shadows; he is actively crafting his own



path. With a father who has set such high standards through his
outstanding college and professional career, it’s no wonder that
expectations are sky-high. As they say, ,,where there’s a will,
there’s a way,” and Leej seems determined to forge his own
identity in the world of football.

The bond between father and son, strengthened through shared
experiences on and off the field, adds a heartfelt layer to this
story. For Lee Evans, attending the camp was more than just a
chance to watch his son; it was an opportunity to reflect on his
own legacy while encouraging the next generation of football
talent. The lesson is clear: while the past may hold a special
place in our hearts, the future lies ahead, waiting to be filled
with new achievements and stories.
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
