Five players were ejected,
including Frederic and Bennett, as well as Darnell Nurse and
Jonah Gadjovich, who had a prolonged altercation
themselves.USA Today highlights how the Panthers capitalized
on undisciplined play, scoring three power-play goals despite
their previous low success rate at home.

Meanwhile, Kasperi Kapanen earned a ejection for his cross-
checking of Eetu Luostarinen. The confrontations brought to
light not only individual misconduct but also a broader narrative
about the emotional rollercoaster of high-stakes hockey. In what
is often regarded as the most coveted prize in hockey, both
teams are feeling the weight of their aspirations. As the Stanley
Cup is the oldest trophy in North American professional sports,
each game resonates with historical significance, which makes
such confrontations all the more impactful.
