Severe Thunderstorm Warning Hits
Glynn and Camden Counties Today!

Severe Thunderstorm Warning for Nassau County issued
June 16, 2025. Expect 60 mph winds and hail; stay safe

indoors.

St. Marys, Georgia, USA - On June 17, 2025, local
communities in southeast Georgia found themselves bracing for
severe weather as the National Weather Service (NWS) in
Jacksonville issued a Severe Thunderstorm Warning. This alert
specifically covered parts of Camden County and southeastern
Glynn County, with predications that the storm could pack quite
a punch.

According to News4JAX, the warning is effective until 8 p.m.
EDT. Just before that deadline at 7:26 p.m., live radar indicated
that a severe thunderstorm was forming along a line stretching
from near Waverly to near Kingsland, advancing northeast at a
speed of 15 mph. With wind gusts reaching a whopping 60 mph
and penny-sized hail being reported, this storm poses a risk of
damage to roofs, siding, and trees.

Affected Areas and Precautions

The NWS has listed several locations that are likely to be
impacted by this storm, including St. Marys, Kingsland,
Fernandina Beach, and Jekyll Island among others.
Neighborhoods such as Kings Bay Base, Yulee, and High Point
are also on the radar. Residents in these areas are advised to
seek shelter in an interior room on the lowest floor of their
buildings to ensure safety while the storm passes through.

In a more detailed update from NWS Forecast, it was
confirmed that the warning applies to central Camden County,
Glynn County, and east-central Brantley County. The data
reflects that at 7:34 p.m., Dubious Woodbine found itself
squarely in the path of the storm. Not only are the hailstones
expected to be around 0.75 inches in size, but the groundwork
for considerable damage looms large.

Weather’s Impact on Community

potential injuries. As highlighted by the NOAA Storm Events
Database, significant weather can disrupt commerce and even
result in tragic loss of life. This database serves as an important
tool for documenting such events and provides insights into
weather phenomena that garner attention because they are
rare, like snow flurries in Southern Florida.
