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Local Schools Shine with 100% College
Readiness: What&#039;s Next?

through AP, IB, and AICE programs.

Okaloosa County, USA - Okaloosa County School officials have
been making headlines recently as they emphasize the
importance of boosting college and career readiness among
high school students.

Other
notable schools included Paxton with 91%, Niceville at 83%,
Freeport also at 83%, and South Walton with an 81% readiness
score.

Understanding the Pathways: AP, AICE, and
IB

When it comes to educational programs that elevate students’
academic profiles, AP, AICE, and IB classes provide rich ground
for learning. As outlined by International College Counselors,
these programs challenge students to dive deep into college-
level material, enhancing critical thinking and communication
skills.

The International Baccalaureate (IB) program, developed in
Switzerland, offers an internationally recognized diploma that
emphasizes writing and critical thinking skills. Florida students
who complete this diploma, along with 100 hours of community
service, are eligible for the Florida Academic Scholarships
Award. The breadth of the IB program requires students to take
courses across various subjects, complete higher-level courses,
and produce an extended essay.

On the other hand, Advanced Placement classes, created by the
College Board, provide standardized college-level courses with
the added benefit of earning college credit if students achieve
satisfactory scores on their exams. Another option, Cambridge’s
AICE program, while often perceived as less rigorous than AP or
IB, allows students flexibility in course selection and can also
prepare them for considerable college credit.
