Post-retirement in the late 1980s, he
relocated to Petoskey, MI, and later to Santa Rosa Beach,
Florida, in 2009. He had a knack for appreciating life’s simple
pleasures, enjoying summers in Bay View, Michigan, and winters
on Jekyll Island, Georgia. In his leisure time, Jack was an avid
reader, a golf enthusiast, and a die-hard fan of University of
Michigan sports.

His family life was enriched by the love of his children: John
(Kelly) Bueby, David (Kay) Bueby, Mark (Kim) Bueby, and Jayne
Smith. As of 2025, Jack left behind over 40 grandchildren and
great-grandchildren who cherished his spirit and teachings—and
it’s through them that his legacy will undoubtedly thrive.

Honoring Military Service
