Holmon Wiggins as the Co-Offensive Coordinator and Wide
Receivers Coach. Wiggins comes with a stellar reputation from
his days at Alabama, where he helped mold Heisman Trophy
winner DeVonta Smith and developed several first-round NFL
Draft picks.

During his tenure at Alabama, Wiggins proved his mettle,
coaching players to record-breaking seasons and national
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acclaim. He is expected to replicate that level of success at
Texas A&M, aiming to elevate the Aggies‘ offensive game. Under
his guidance, Jermaine Burton had a standout season with 798
receiving yards, making waves not only in the SEC but across
the country.
