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Indian Trail Tackles Bumpy Roads with
New Resurfacing Plan

Indian Trail in Union County is enhancing road conditions
through a comprehensive survey, prioritizing

infrastructural improvements to benefit residents.

Indian Trail, North Carolina, USA - In Indian Trail, the local
government is gearing up for significant improvements to the
town’s road conditions. As reported by Yahoo News, a detailed
assessment is underway to evaluate over 90 miles of town-
maintained streets. This initiative aims to smooth out bumpy
roads and enhance overall driving experiences for residents.

A special data-collecting truck is on the job, meticulously
cataloging the state of these roads. Among the highlighted
problem areas is Steamlet Way, cited for its subpar condition,
with many patches creating a jarring experience for drivers.
Town Manager Mike McLaurin emphasized that the data
gathered will be instrumental in deciding which streets need

resurfacing the most urgently.

Focused Investments

The town isn’t just talking the talk; it has already poured
resources into resurfacing over 70 streets since 2023, with plans
to tackle twelve more, including the troublesome Steamlet Way,
this fall. Mayor David Cohn elaborated on the grading system
used to assess road conditions, which ranges from 0 to 100,
aiming to improve those ratings significantly.

While Indian Trail is setting its sights on upgrading local
infrastructure, there are concerns bubbling among residents
regarding roads maintained by the North Carolina Department of
Transportation (NCDOT). The town has decided to take a
proactive stance by attempting to assume control of certain
roads from NCDOT and is also investing in traffic enhancement
projects like the Chestnut Parkway extension. Interestingly, no
new housing projects have been approved in over five years, a
decision substantiated by the town’s priority to fix existing
infrastructure first.

Road Improvement Projects

Beyond immediate resurfacing efforts, Indian Trail is also
undertaking a notable project on Indian Trail Road, focusing on
complete street improvements as detailed on Indian Trail’s
official website. This project between Gribble Road and Liberty
Lane will bring in storm drainage systems, curb and gutter
enhancements, and multi-use concrete paths, among various
improvements.

These upgrades are crucial as urban areas like Indian Trail face
challenges related to congestion and limited mobility space. As
observed in broader infrastructure studies from PTV Group,
effective traffic modeling and planning are essential to develop
better infrastructure, enhancing safety and quality of life. By
2050, a projected two-thirds of the global population will reside

in urban environments, which emphasizes the urgent need for
improved transportation systems.

With the
right infrastructure in place, the hope is to twin accessibility and
convenience, leading to a better overall living experience for the
community. Local officials are optimistic that these initiatives
will not only alleviate current traffic issues but also prepare the
town for future growth.

The town’s ongoing assessments and strategic planning
demonstrate a commitment to addressing infrastructure needs
head-on, ensuring that residents enjoy smoother rides and
improved safety on their daily commutes.
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
